A SECURE 
ENERGY SUPPLY

One of the primary functions of EMA is to ensure the 

safe, reliable and continuous supply of electricity across 

Singapore. 

The Power System Operation Division (PSOD) carries out this 

function from the Power System Control Centre (PSCC), the 

nerve centre of Singapore’s electricity generation and 

transmission system. System operators at the PSCC use a 

real-time Energy Management System (EMS) to monitor, 

control and direct the generation dispatch and transmission 

of electricity round-the-clock. Any abnormality is 

immediately detected by monitoring equipment at the 

transmission substations or power stations and transmitted 

to the PSCC for analysis and action. 

The PSOD matches the supply of electricity to the changing 

demand, and ensures that there are enough reserves to cope 

with any single generator forced outage so that consumers 

do not suffer any disruption to their electricity supply.

The PSOD also oversees the operation of the Natural Gas 

transmission system. Should there be any disruptions to our 

gas supply, PSOD will require the power generators to switch 

to an alternate fuel, thereby ensuring a continuous flow of 

electricity to consumers.

Singapore is building a Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) terminal 

to import LNG and diversify its sources of gas. Located on 

Jurong Island, the LNG terminal will have an initial send-out 

capacity of 3 million tonnes per annum. This critical part of 

Singapore’s energy infrastructure will be owned and 

operated by EMA through a subsidiary, the Singapore LNG 

Corporation Pte Ltd.
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
